Small Group Questions (Galatians 2:19-21)

Sermon Outline:
1. Christ died for us and we died with him (19-20).

2. Christ lives in us and we live for him (19-20).

Small Group Discussion Questions

1.

If salvation is truly all by grace, the Judaizers feared that would be license to sin. How have you
wrestled with abusing God’s grace? Why is it dangerous to guard against fears with rules?

Christ’s death for us reveals true love. Do you feel loved by God? How does the reality of Christ’s
death and resurrection fire up your emotions?

We are “co-crucified” with Christ. In what way have you been crucified with Jesus Christ? Which part
of you has died? In what way do you “no longer live”?

If Christ is alive in you, you don’t need rules (law) to live out obedience to God the Father. Christ
produces change from the inside out. What changes have come in your life which reveal that Christ is
alive in you?

Jesus is not a visitor to your life whom you visit on Sundays. He is a resident. Give thanks to God the
Father that Christ resides in you!
