These questions are for the May 17, 2026 message, “God’s Promise To Abram,” from the 
series entitled, Good News From The Start. Please read the sermon passage (Genesis 
15:1-21) together to set the context for our study. 
 
 
Passage Outline 

 
●​ God comes to Abram after some troubling circumstances to comfort him and remind him 

of the promise he made to Abram. 
●​ Abram wonders how God will fulfill his promise and comes up with his own plan. 
●​ God is patient with Abram and firmly confirms his promise to Abram that his own son will 

be his heir. 
●​ God shows Abram how numerous his offspring will be by showing him the stars in the 

night sky. 
●​ God confirms his covenant with Abram through a ritual, and God himself initiates and 

carries out this ritual. 
●​ God promises offspring and land to Abram, and promises to sovereignly lead his people 

through trial and prosperity.

1.​ What are some of the ways that you can relate to Abram in this passage? 

2.​ What is the difference between making your own plans apart from God and his will and 
making plans because that’s the wise thing to do? Share some real life examples. 

3.​ What are some ways God is teaching you to trust him in your life right now? 

4.​ How are you at verbalizing your frustrations and doubts to God?  

5.​ What is the difference between asking questions from faith and asking questions from 
doubt? Use some examples from your own personal experience.
